Detached Youth Work
This is defined by the National Youth
Agency as 'making contact with young
people who cannot, or choose not to, use
youth centres’. 

Detached youth workers meet young
people in their own spaces, for instance
parks, bus shelters, shopping centres or 
on the street. 

The Youth Connexions Hertfordshire
detached team operates on the following
evenings:

The programme includes project work,
trips, activities and issue based work that
the young people decide is important to
them.
