Conventional 

 

Earth grave with head or foot stone 
along with kerb edging.  
 
Additional 9” concrete slab surround 
flush to the ground allowed around 
the memorial kerbs (must not be 
raised above ground height). 
 
Can be used for 1-3 full burials (depth 
dependant) and cremated remains. 
 
(*plus 9” concrete surround)

Grave made from bricks with concrete 
base and cover slabs that are 
‘underground’, covered with approx. 
6” soil. 
 
Only available in certain areas in 
cemeteries. 
 
Can be used for 1-2 full burials.

Burial Chamber 
 

 
 

Grave is a pre-cast underground 
chamber. 
 
Can be used for 2 full burials. 
 
*Only available in Cheshunt
